OTHER  WITMESSES BALKY

Smith for Violzating the Law.

WASHINCTON. jon. 2 -Senator Reed
Smeot to-day ahuatutely relused to an-
swer questiona regording the ceremonies
or the Endowment ffouse, as did also sev-
eritl olher witnesses,  1le also asserted
that 1t was ot his business to call to ac-
ccount President Sinith of a2 Mormen
Churein because Mr. Sinith had adamiticd
‘{u thre commities that he waw liviag in
vieintion of the laws of the land.

The investigation wil be closed this
veek. The cross-examination of the ro-
spondent terminated curiier than expeci-
ed, and soveral other witnesses for i(ne
defense were examined. 1t was annotnced
Jdust before adjournmiment that only a vow
more witnes=es would be put on the stand.

When the inquiry wag resumed to-day
Judge Taylor azked Senator 8moot about
the statement of Apostle Moses Thatcher
~that tie Church was getting bevond its
“proper functions in interfering with s .at-
ters of State.

"1 do not think there was any charge
that the Church wauas trying to influence
-the action of the Legislature,” answered
Senzior Smoot. That would be wrong,
and most reprehensible.”

Senator Burrews thus interrogated Sen-
jator Smoot regarding the details of <he
endowment cersnony:

The Senuator was asked 2 number of
other questions regarding the ceremony,
which he said he preferred not Lo anower.

** Do you know why thc oath of searaey
nas imposed?” '’ he was asked.

“ [t is purely a religious ordinance- re-
Aers absolutely to a man’s hereafter, and
Lias nothing whatever to do with anything
other than man's relation to his God, a2nd
I supposc that it is an ordinance ia the
Church, and the rule is that il be u.l ve-
vealed,”

“Do yeur Know how much money is
pald inte the Chuarch annually in tithes? ™
asked Senator Overman. I cov.we not
say, excvept us a guess,”’

" As much as §1,000,0007 7 * Soine years
moere, and some vears less, I understand.”

“1low is the money expended?” * N4 ell,
there is about 140,000 for educational in-
tertests, gbout S100,000 for the f{eeding of
the pour. a great deal for the expenses
01 Mmigsionaries.”

Chairman Burrows then inquired of the
witness: " You heard tihe testimony of
President Smith that he is living in de-
fiance of the laws of the land?” ** Yes,
Sir"

John AL Whittaker gave unim-
portant testimony, and aleo derclined to
answer about endowment ceremonies.

Was Criticised by Glass Manufactur-
| ers and Tariff League.

1t was learned vyesterday at the Ap-
praiser’'s Stores that W, 8. Tarvis, who
sipee 1880 had been examiner of glass-
ware at thig port. was summarily re-
"moved from the service last week by Sec-
‘retary Shaw. ‘The reason was not made
, public. but it is understood that Hariis
- has been sharply criticised for more than
a vear by the domestic glassware manu-
facturers and the American Protective
“Tariff League. DMany complaints as {o
' his attitude toward certain importers were
i sent to Washington.

The most conspicuous case In which
‘Harris was invelved was that of Fonde-
"ville & Van lderstine last Summer. when
14 cuses of glassware belonging (o this
firm, wiich had passed, were ordered
‘back into Public Stores for re-examina-
tior by Collector Stranahan, on orders
from Washington. The invoice values o:
the goods were advanced 40 per cent.
